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There are numerous things to consider before becoming a teacher. The answers vary from person to person, but there are generally four questions to ask: What do you intend to accomplish by teaching? How will you do so? How will you evaluate and thus improve yourself? Why is it really so important to you?


Aa a teacher of Theatre at the High School or College level, I mostly want to encourage my students to have confidence in their abilities, and to always give everything they have, no matter what task they undertake. Especially in the highschool level, I feel this is not being done. My own experiences during my highschool years were mostly exercises in how much I had to do to get a grade I could be happy with. This goes against the very purpose of education.


To get my students to give their all, I intend to challenge them. Though with some degree of moderation, I want to be a difficult and demanding instructor. I want my students to be held to the standards that directors hold professionals to, especially as far as acting goes. This will only truly work with exceptional students, and most likely reality will deny me this sort of ideal situation; but it is the kind of class I truly want.


How I feel about my performance will be reflected in how well my students handle this high standard style of teaching. If my students feel hopeless, if they simply give up, then I have failed as a teacher, and will adjust accordingly.


Everyone needs someone to learn from in some aspect of their lives. That's why I have to teach- I have to do what I can to guide my students towards finding happiness and fulfillment in life, hopefully in Theatre. I can think of no greater goal.
